A well-formed argument typically contains

· Claim, or the writer or speaker’s position on a problem or issue

· Support, which consists of reasons and evidence that help to justify the claim.

· Counterarguments, or brief arguments that refute or answer objections to any claim that the opposition is likely to raise.
