· Mental issues 

· Bleak remote location

· Macabre/violence

· Psychological/physical torment of character

· Helpless victim

· Supernatural and/or evil victimizer

· Feel of mystery and the unknown, darkness, oppression, doom

· Victim is entranced, fascinated or obsessed by the power of victimizer
